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The Juristic Doctrines Istidlal
or
Reasoning by Textual Indication

As we have seen earlier Qiyasis based on
a cause which unites the original and the
parallel case and its conclusion or effect
is probable. Istidlal, however, is a mode

of reasoning by extending arule of law to asimilar case, thereby
neglecting the differentia or fariq between the original and the
parallel case. Its conclusion or effect i.e. hukum is certain.
Nabidh, wine prepared by dates is allowed but as intoxication
is the illah of prohibiting the drinking of wine, therefore, the
rule of prohibition applies to the wine prepared by dates also.
Anwar Ahmed Qadri writes “ Istidlal or deduction is the striv-
ing after a basis for a rule. The term connotes a special source
of law derived from reason and logic, not from the textual side
of the law. In this process, there are the deduction by Istishab
noted above and deduction by a logical process as by Istidlal.
The following example clarifies the issue. A sale is a contract:
the basis of every contract is consent; it is necessary, there-
fore, that consent be the basis of sale...” In fact al agree that
Istidlal as a method of juristic deduction includes all forms of
ratiocination which do not fall within the scope of analogical
deduction and Hanafi doctrine of Istihsan or juristic equity as
well as the Maliki doctrine of public good are covered by
Istidlal. In addition to what has been stated above there are
some other additional matters in legal knowledge. Qadri says
“It is intended to outline some of the additional ways of legal
knowledge often used in the settlement of legal problems. They
are adopted after the full application of the principles of the
Shariah and in cases where any of the sacred principles are
contravened, they are not resorted to.

OTHER MODESOF LEGAL KNOWLEDGE: The acknowl-
edged learned and pious personalities. In this category come
the views or legal opinions as given by the Fatawa, judicial
opinions, juristic opinions and similar matters. The central place
in the light of sayings of the Prophet (Peach be upon him) and
the textual authority is given to the views of the Companions
of the Holy Prophet. Those Companions who lived in the com-
pany of the Holy Prophet copied the Messenger of God in hab-
its and doings, as the Rightly Guided Caliphs, family and wives
of the Holy Prophet. Abdullah b Masud, Abdullah b. Umar,
Abdullah b. Zubair, Anas b. Malik and others. The sayings of
such people directly benefiting from the Holy Prophet and who
had opportunity and scope for individual or legal reasoning or
Qiyas are considered most authentic. The successors of the
Companions come later in the process. Nyazee says that there
would be very few Muslims who would agree to confine Is-
lamic law to personal matters of inheritance, marriage and di-
vorce, or to a few penalties that are actualy laid down as de-
terrents by the Lawgiver, and are meant to be applied rarely.

Reflections on Hajj

Submitted by Bro. Farooq Shafi / Sunrise, Florida U.S.A
~ Hagjj isthelast of ISlam’s five pillars, and it
bringstogether all the essential aspects of our
faith. It is a vast subject, but in the few
words, let us touch on a few key aspects.
Hajj isan epic journey onthreelevels:
Geography / History and Self-discovery.
First, there is the geographic level: It is a journey from our
homes to Makkah and Madinah, to those desert lands where the
story of Islam began, and towards which we turn our faces in
prayer. Secondly, Hajj isajourney through History. We visit the
cradle of monotheism, the place where Prophet Ibraheem AS
built the first place of worship dedicated to Allaah SWT, and
where Allaah SWT asked Ibraheem AS to sacrifice what he
loved most dearly. Ibraheem AS recognized this as a supreme
test. He would have to sacrifice his son to Allaah SWT. Both
father and son obeyed the divine command without flinching
and without resistance. |braheem AS's sharp knife lay on
Isma'il’s tender throat. But just before it severed the jugular
vein, Allaah SWT substituted a lamb for human sacrifice, and
Isma'il’s life was spared. When we celebrate Eid al Adha, the
Festival of the Sacrifice, we remember Ibraheem AS's
willingness to obey Allaah SWT, even preparing to give up his
most beloved son. This teaches us that, as Allaah SWT’s
servants, we too must obey without question and without
hesitation. We too, must be prepared to give up whatever else,
besides Allaah SWT, is so near and dear to us. We too, must
learn to tame our selfish desires, and to fulfil our Lord’sbidding.
Hajj takes us on a historical journey beyond Ibraheem AS, way
back to the beginning of the human story, to the time of Adam
ASand EveAS. Thehighlight of the Hajj isthereforethe gathering
of more than 3 million pilgrims on the plain of Arafat. At the
foot of Jabal Rahma, the Mount of Mercy, pilgrims pray and
supplicate, asking forgivenessfor their sins, and they rededicate
themselvesto alife of obedienceto Allaah SWT; Allaah SWT of
Ibraheem AS, Musa AS & Isa AS (Moses & Jesus). Here is
whereAdamAS and EveASwereforgiven for their original sin.
The first act of human disobedience was forgiven here on the
Mount of Mercy. Here is where we recite Prophet Adam AS's
prayer: “ O our Lord! We have truly wronged our own souls; and
if You do not forgive us and have mercy on us, we will be among
theloserdlItisthereforefitting that every year, from the beginning
to the end of human history; pilgrims should make this journey
to seek forgivenessfor their own wrongdoing, in the same place
where the first sin was forgiven. It is therefore also a supreme
expression of hope, that despite all our human frailties and
transgressions, there is always time for sincere repentance and
for the mending of our errant ways. Thirdly, Hajj is not only a
journey through geography and history. It is perhaps most
importantly, an inward journey to our own center, to the human
heart.

Not the physical heart that pumps blood
through our veins. | mean the spiritual
heart, the locus of our personality. What
emotions, what desires, ambitions and
obsessions lurk in the innermost recesses
of the spiritual heart? By travelling to the
Kaaba, the center of Islam, the focal
point of the Qibla, (the directional axis
for al our prayers), we have also made a
journey inwards, to our own Kaaba and
Qibla of the human heart. Are those
ambitions, desiresand innermost longings
really worthy of atrue servant of Allaah
SWT? Are we focused on the right
priorities, beyond selfishness and
pettiness? What is our real place in this
great drama of life around us? What is
our place in the whole cosmic scheme of
things? Where have we come from, and
where are we going to?* From Allaah
have we come and to Himis our return.”

Hajj is also a reminder of death. Every
pilgrim iswrapped in two sheets of plain
while cloth, with no sewing & no
stitches. These are the same sheets of
cloth that will cover us when we are
buried. In a way, we are on pilgrimage
wearing a burial shroud. Thisisthe only
time we will wrap ourselves in our own
shroud. When we die, someone else will
do the wrapping for us. It is a humbling
and sobering experience. When you look
around you, you see more than 3 million
people; al dressed the same, in two sheets
of plain white cloth. You cannot tell the
difference between a state president and
ataxi driver, amillionaire and the cleaner
who tidied your hotel room yesterday. You
can only see yourself and your fellow
pilgrims exactly as Allaah SWT sees all
of us: stripped of all our pretensions,
stripped of all our designer clothes and
our outward signs of wealth, nationality,
culture and social status. On Hajj, we see
one another as we really are: individual
human souls, distinguishable only by the
purity of their hearts and the content of
their character. In the final analysis, this
isall that matters. Hajj is achance for us
to take stock of ourselves, to examine our

hearts, our emotions, our ambitions, our
desires. What is the driving force in our
lives? Is there something higher and
nobler than having a new car, designer
clothes, afine house, respect of our peers,
or buying a villa on the Costa del Sol?
Hajj reminds us that our earthly life is
short, and it should be spent on good
works, striving to fulfil the needs of
others, purely out of love for Him and
gratitude to Him. If only we would sit
down and reflect on our good fortune.
We have so much to thank Him for. Count
your blessings, name them one by one.
We complain that we do not have nice
shoes, until we see someoneliving happily
without any feet. We can be so
ungrateful! Allaah SWT is infinitely
generous and He deserves our love and
gratitude. He created everyone and
everything, and we are His trustees. We
are answerable to Him. When we treat
people of other faiths with respect, we
do so as a courtesy to Him, and when we
are disrespectful or abusiveto others, we
offend Allaah SWT. A question for usall,
“"When we return to Allaah SWT, what
can we give Him that He doesn’t already
have?’ The answer, “”A pure and
unblemished heart.” Let's purify and
refine our hearts, and when we return our
shining heartsto Allaah SWT, Hewill look
at it and seewithin it, His own reflection,
In ShaAllaah, Ameen.

Aswegrow older, the physical tax of sur-
gery becomes heavier. Many may choose
to avoid surgery or even medical visitsin
order to retain the status quo, but certain
medical procedures both have minimal
impact on the body and can provide im-
mense relief from pain. When a problem
can betreated with aminor outpatient pro-
cedure, thereislessreason to worry about
bed rest or surgical complications. In-
stead, there is room to consider the ben-
efits.

As of today,
they said that 101 of the more than 3000
separated children were under 5 and that
they could not locate the parents of 38 of
these 101 children. It makes me wonder
how many of the parents of the 3000+
children over 5 can't be located by our
government. If the parents of 38 % of
the children under 5 can’t be located, we
could easily be looking at over 1100 other
children whose parents can’'t be matched
to their children. This is a hateful policy
made so much worse by incompetence.

But our best hope
in making things better is to make our
voices heard in the voting booth. Please
remember to vote in the primary on Au-
gust 28th and the mid-terms on Novem-
ber 6th.

DOING QURBAANI EVERY YEAR
Question: Do we have to do Qurbaani / Sacrifice

every year?
ﬂnswer: Al-Hamdulillaah Qurbani/Sacrifice should be done

every year as long as the person has the means to do so. Hazrat
Abu Hurairah R.A. reported that Rasulullah (S.A.W) said: “He
who has the means and does not perform Qurbani, he should
not approach our musallah (eid gah/place of performing Eid
Salaah). This, Hadith certifies the tremendous importance of
Qurbani in Islam and the reprehensible position of those who
ignore thisinjunction. Hence no true Muslim who has the means
will really omit performing the Qurbani without a valid excuse.
Most Islamic Jurists have emphasized that it is Waajib (neces-
sary) for the one who has the meansto perform Qurbani. It is
narrated from Hazrat 1bn Umar R.A. that Rasulullah (S.A.W)
remained in Madinah Munawwarah for ten years and each year
he performed Qurbani/Sacrifice. This Hadith indicates that
Rasulullah (S.A.W) performed Qurbani every year that he was
in Madinah Munawwarah and never omitted this practice. Such
strict adherenceto thisact isaclear indication of it being Wagjib.
The blessings in doing Qurbani are indeed tremendous. It is
reported in a Hadith that the Sahabah (R.A) enquired of
Rasulullah (S.A.W) as to what the rewards of Qurbani were.
Rasulullaah (S.A.W) replied that the person performing Qurbani
will be rewarded for every hair on the body of the animal or for
every fibre of wool in the case of sheep”. The first drop of
blood from the Qurbani animal causes a person’s sins to be
forgiven. Hazrat Ali R.A. reports that Rasulullaah (S.A.W) said
to Hazrat Fatimah R.A.: “O Fatimah! Go and witness your
Qurbani, because the first drop of blood that falls from it causes
al your sins to be forgiven. On the Day of Qiyamah, this ani-
mal will be brought with its blood and flesh and will be placed
on your scale increasing it seventy times more. Hazrat Abu
Saeed R.A. after hearing of the great blessing asked Rasulullaah
(S.A.W) whether this great favor was only for the family of
Rasulullaah (S.A.W) because they are more worthy of this good
action or is it for the family of Rasulullaah (S.A.W) and the
entire Muslim Ummah? Rasulullah (S.A.W) replied that it isfor
both the descendants of Rasulullaah (S.A.W) and the entire
Ummah.” Therefore no person who has the means should
forego this great Ibadah and opportunity to earn blessings. With
an open heart one should spend from the wealth that Allaah has
granted and purchase the best animal that one can reasonably
afford. The Quraan teaches us that Hazrat Ebrahim A.S. was
prepared to sacrifice his one and only beloved son for the plea-
sure of Allaah. Therefore, if we truly love Allaah, we should at
least spend and devote some of our time and wealth to do the
Qurbani/ Sacrifice.
