AFTER DEATH

We must remind ourselves about the reality of death, the barzakh
and the soul. In relation to this we
must remind ourselves about our souls in the hereafter. How can
our souls still receive benefit in the
hereafter and the barzakh? Is it the end after we are buried? No! We
can continue to get blessings
and the Prophet (s.a.w.) reminded us of this.
The Prophet (s.a.w.) reminded us that after we die, all of our actions
are cut. No more salaat or Hajj.
There is nothing more we can do, but there are some blessings that
continue which are called
Sadaqa jaariyah. This comes in 3 things:
1) Something that we gave in the path of Allah that continues to
benefit people e.g. a masjid, a
garden that produces fruits, a well used for water
2) Knowledge that we teach that continues to benefit people
3) A righteous child who will make dua for us
What is the sense that we live in this world and when it comes to
money and investment, we want to see continuity but should it not
be the same for our souls?
We don’t have to reach an old age to think of death, the young die
every day.
Allah says in surah Hashr (Ch 59 vs 18)
“O believers! Be mindful of Allah and let every soul look to what
?deeds? it has sent forth for
tomorrow. And fear Allah, ?for? certainly Allah is All-Aware of what
you do.”
Good deeds today can benefit us both when we’re older as well as
our souls after the body dies. The  Prophets (AS) had these deeds
incorporated into their lifestyles to benefit after death.
Concerning Sadaqa, Allah says in Surah Munaafiquun (Ch 63 vs
10)
“And donate from what We have provided for you before death
comes to one of you, and you cry,
‘My Lord! If only You delayed me for a short while, I would give in
charity and be one of the
righteous.’”
For this reason, the Prophet (s.a.w.) has told us that when a person
gives in Sadaqah while they are alive and healthy, it is better than
giving when they are sick and dying. There is no coming back and
we will regret our actions only when it is too late. Therefore we
should do what we have to do now and take care of our souls for
our death.

THE FOUNdATION
OF

OUR dEEN

Abundance of books and volumes of literature have been written and spoken
about the five pillars of Islam, Tauheed, Salat, Roza, Zakat and Hajj. How-
ever, I have seldom seen valuable discussion about the foundation of Islam.
The basic foundation upon which the entire structure of our Deen has been
built. If the foundation is not sturdy and durable, then the structure instituted
above it may not be strong and stable. The first five Ayats of Surat Baqarah
defines Succuss and who are the Successful. Itdescribes the foundation of
Islam on the very first page, as a prequalification to read Quran  .
Islam is founded on two major components :
1.Faith and Belief in the Unseen  2.Utmost, without any doubt and
absolute
Certainty in the Hereafter
Faith and Belief in the Unseen
Our Deen requires that we MUST have total and complete faith and belief in
the unseen. The unseen implies those realities which are hidden, concealed,
invisible,or unknown, and cannot be perceived by our senses and cannot be
experienced directly through human experience and observation. Having faith
in a vast, unseen world which cannot be comprehended by our sense of
perception is a requirement for having faith in Allah. For example, the Being
and Attributes of Allah, Angels, Revelation, Heaven, Hell, etc. It also includes
future events that only Allah knows.In order to obtain guidance from the
Quran one must believe in the unseen. We must place our total faith and
complete trust in the messages from our Prophets, as we do follow the in-
structions from the experts in various fields in this physical world. Only such
a person, who believes in the “unseen”, can attain utmost,preciousand maxi-
mum benefits from the Guidance of the Quran. As for the one who believes
only in those entities which can be seen, tasted and smelt, or can be measured
and weighed, may not be able to achieve valuable and properguidance from
this Book. Belief in the unseen is the first essential quality of believers. It is
the foundation of our Deen and is the basis of all the roots and branches of
religion. Although intellect and understanding are important in Islam, without
belief in the unseen there can be no faith. To reject all that is unseen is to reject
all belief.
Hereafter : Akhirah : Judgement and accountability
Islam requires that we MUST have utmost with absolute certainty, and with-
out a shred of doubt in the hereafter, in the Akhirah, and in our life after death.
Akhirah is the term used in Islam to describe the belief in everlasting life after
death. According to Islam, death is not the end of the life, but it is a transferal
from this world to the everlasting world. Life on Earth is a test from Allah, to
prepare us for eternal life. Importantly, Quran tells us that Allah will not test
us beyond our limits. This encourages Muslims to take responsibility for
their actions.Akhirahis necessary so that true justice can be done. In this
world pious people suffer and do not reap a full reward for their actions.
Similarly evil persons triumph and often do not receive full punishment for
their deeds. Allah, who is Just, wants full justice to be done and everyone to
be fully recompensed.
Quran shows us that there will come a day when the entire universe will be
shattered. On this day, called the Day of Judgement, the dead will be resur-
rected for judgement by Allah. All humans will receive Allah’s reward or
punishment according to their beliefs and actions. We can enter Paradise by
living according to the teachings of the Quran. Therefore, obeying the rules set
by Allah is of ultimate importance for us. If there is no

thoughts. Recently, I saw a video clip that grabbed my attention
so that I watched it again. Then I decided to transcribe the audio
and share it with you. I have no idea who the speaker was, but
these were his wise words:
“If Allaah SWT is on your side, then who can harm you? No one!
And if Allaah SWT is against you, then who can defend you? No
one! And if you have earned the love of Allaah SWT, then what
did you lose? Nothing! And if you lose the love of Allaah SWT,
then what did you really gain? Nothing!
Allaah SWT’s love has can benefit you in endless ways! To
mention just a few….
If Allaah SWT loves you, He will place your love in the hearts of
the people. And if the people love you, that is priceless. Imagine
being loved by everyone around you!
When Allaah SWT loves you, He grants you Wisdom! And who-
ever is granted wisdom certainly has been given a lot of good-
ness. A wise person will manage and be happy with a small in-
come. But without wisdom, a person could be miserable with a
huge income. A wise man will be happy and content with an
average wife. But an unwise man could be miserable with a first-
class wife! A wise person can turn enemies into friends. But an
unwise person could turn friends into enemies!
In short, one is granted priceless gains if one is granted wisdom
from Allaah SWT. And wisdom from Allaah SWT is granted to
believers as a reward for their faith and right conduct. That is
only one of the gains of Allaah SWT’s love, that He grants you
wisdom.
When Allaah SWT grants you wisdom, He blesses you with
sakeena (inner peace and tranquility}. Sakeena is a high status
that gives you contentment, happiness, optimism, strength, self-
confidence, the right perspective. Sakeena will give you happi-
ness even if that is all you possess. But if you lose it, you will be
miserable, even if you possess everything else.
You could be blessed with health, wealth and intelligence, but if
you lack wisdom, you will surely be miserable. It is narrated that
Allaah SWT grants health, wealth, intelligence, and beauty to
many people, but Allaah SWT grants wisdom only to his chosen
believers!”
Do you not wish to become one of Allaah SWT’s chosen believ-
ers? I do!
Let us see how Surah Al-Anfal, describes this special category
of the True Believers: (Quran 8:2, 8:3 and 8:4.):

 The true believers are only those whose hearts tremble at the
remembrance of Allaah, whose faith increases when His revela-
tions are recited to them, and who put their trust in their Lord.

NEw GUIdELINES
Of

NON USA CITIZENS

Alejandro Mayorkas, Secretary of the U.S. Department of Home-
land Security (DHS) recently issued new guidelines for the ap-
prehension and removal of noncitizens who are physically present
in the U.S. The guidelines state that there are an estimated 11
million undocumented or otherwise removable noncitizens in the
U.S. and that DHS does not have the resources to apprehend
and seek the removal of all 11 million. The guidelines recognize
that this requires DHS to exercise their discretion and determine
whom to prioritize for immigration enforcement action.
The guidelines state that they are “guided by the fact that the
majority of undocumented noncitizens who could be subject to
removal have been contributing members of our communities for
years. They include individuals who work on the frontlines in
the battle against COVID, lead our congregations of faith, teach
our children, do back-breaking farm work to help deliver food to
our table, and contribute in many other meaningful ways. ….The
fact an individual is a removable noncitizen therefore should not
alone be the basis of an enforcement action against them. We
will use our discretion and focus our enforcement resources in a
more targeted way. Justice and our country’s well-being require
it. “
The guidelines indicate that they will prioritize enforcement ac-
tion and removal of noncitizens who are a threat to our national
security, a threat to public safety or a threat to border security.
 Those considered a threat to national security would be those
who are engaged in terrorism,espionageor related activities.
Those who are considered to pose a threat to border security are
those who are apprehended at the border while attempting to
unlawfully enter the U.S.(note that showing up at the border and
asking for asylum is NOT an attempt to unlawfully enter) or
those who are apprehended in the U.S.after unlawfully entering
after Nov 1, 2020.
Those who are considered a threat to public safety are those
who have engaged in serious. criminal conduct.
The guidelines further indicate that the determination of whether
noncitizens are a threat to the U.S. is not to be determined by
bright lines or categories but instead require an assessment of
the individual and the totality of the facts and circumstances.
Aggravatingfactors that mitigate in favor of enforcement actions
include the gravity of the offense, the nature and degree of harm,
use or threatened use of a weapon, and a serious prior criminal
record.
Mitigating factors that point to a decision to decline enforce-
ment action can include advanced or tender age, lengthy pres-
ence in the U.S., the impact of removal on family in the U.S. (such
as loss of provider or caregiver) military or other public service
of the noncitizen or their immediate family among other factors.

TO PRONOUNCE
THE QURAN CORRECTLY!

We are often reminded of the importance of keeping the words of  the
Quran  distinctly  pure,  exactly  as  the  Holy  Prophet (s) recited  them.
Important  as  the  task  is,  it  is  common  for  many students  of  the  Quran
to  struggle  with  the  most  basic  dimension of correct recitation, proper
pronunciation. Many students will  struggle  for  years  trying  to  master
the  difficult  sounds  of Arabic and are unfortunately often met with
abrupt reprimands for  their  mistakes.  Furthermore,  there  are  many  who
believe that  the  task  is  impossible  for  adults,  or  that  only  those  who
speak  Arabic  as  their  first  language  would  have  the  ability  to properly
pronounce the Quran. However, the reality is that our creator  has  made
us  with  a  tongue,  lips,  and  all  the  equipment we need to learn to recite
the Quran correctly and, in sha Allah, with  dedication,  patience,  and
practice,  it  is  possible  for  anyone.
One  major  struggle  for  Quran  students  is  hearing  the  difference
between  two  Arabic  letters  that  may  not  exist  in  their native langue,
such as Þ and ß. According to experts in speech and  language  develop-
ment,  babies  are  able  to  clearly  perceive all  sounds  used  in  languages
of  the  world,  but  as  they  growtheir  perception  will  narrow  to  only  the
sounds  they  hear  spoken around them. However, this does not mean
that older children or even adults cannot learn new sounds. Rather, by
implementing strategies such as listening frequently, learning how to move
your tongue, and working with a qualified Quran teacher can enable any-
one of any age to correctly pronounce the Quran, regardless  of  their
linguistic  background.
Another  common  frustration  both  Quran  students  and  teachers  will
experience  is  pronouncing  a  letter  correctly  once,  but then  incorrectly
the  next  time  they  read  it.  For  example,  many students  may  be  able
to  say  Î  by  itself  but  struggle  to  say  it  in a  word  or  when  they  are
reading  an  entire  aya.  This  can  lead many  students  to  feel  like
learning  to  pronounce  challenging letters  is  impossible, and  many
teachers  may  think  that  their students  are  simply  not  paying  attention.
However,  according to  speech  scientists,  intermittent  accuracy  when
learning  to produce  a  new  sound  is  a  normal  part  of  the process.

When  one  is  learning  to  produce  a  new sound,  the  mouth  is  learning
to  move  in  a new way. Just like learning to swim, it takes the  body  time
and  practice  to  be  able  to master  the  correct  movements  to  produce
these  sounds.  For  example,  the  letter  Ú  is produced deep in the throat,
using the pharynx. For  students  who  speak  English  as their first
language, the pharynx is normally used  only  when  swallowing,  there-
fore learning  to  say  Ú  requires  them  to  use  this part  of  their  body  in
an  entirely  new  way. Naturally,  this  will  take  time,  practice,  and many
mistakes along the way. Furthermore, as  one  is  learning  it  is  natural  to
have  less difficulty  reading  a  letter  one  way,  such  as in the beginning
of the word, and more difficulty  reading  that  same  letter  in  a  different
context, such as at then end of the word or within a complete aya. To all
students of the  Quran:  remember  that  with  the  tawfiq of  Allah,  practice,
and  patience,  it  is  possible  to  read  the  Quran  with  correct  pronuncia-
tion.  Recognize  that  your  mind  and body  both  need  to  adjust  and
show  yourself enough patience to make mistakes without  getting  dis-
couraged.

New Guidelines Of Non USA Citizens
The guidelines indicate that DHS must exercise
theirdiscretionaryauthority to remove a person in a way that
protects civil rights and civil liberties – that a person’s race,
religion, gender, sexual orientation or gender identity, national
origin, or political associations should never be factors in
deciding to take enforcement action and that a person’s exer-
cise of their First Amendment rights should never be a factor
in deciding to take enforcement action.  It further states that
State and local law enforcement agencies with which DHS
works must respectindividuals’ civil rights and civil liberties
Another section of the guidelines talks about guarding
against the use of immigration enforcement as a tool of retali-
ation for the assertion of legal rights. DHS points out that
unscrupulous employers exploit the immigration status. of
employees and their vulnerability to removal by suppressing
wages, maintaining unsafe working conditions, and quash-
ing workplace rights and activities. Likewise unscrupulous.
landlords exploit their tenants by charging inflated rental
costs and failing to comply with housing safety ordinances
and other housing standards
For many years, I have been advocating for common sense
and compassionate enforcement of removal actions. It has
never made sense to remove a law-abiding person who is
contributing to our country and to have less time to remove
dangerous  criminals. It is gratifying to see that position writ-
ten into these guidelines.

Now there are efforts underway to ‘solve’
the climate crisis, but in finding solutions, the intention is to ben-
efit from the crisis. Rather than looking inwards, the focus is on
the outward. ‘What solutions can I provide that will make me
money? What ideas can I come up with so I can get credit for
the solution?’
Allah says in surah Ar-Rum, 30:41, “Corruption has appeared
throughout the land and sea because of what the hands of people
have earned so that He (God) may let them taste a little of what
they have done, so that perhaps they will return(to righteous-
ness)”. Science has clearly stated that human hands have caused
the climate crisis and Allah (God) has also mentioned the same
in the Quran. Our inner self has to change if we want to see the
land and sea heal. We must heal our hearts first. We must look
into our hearts and purify our intentions. People of God con-
sciousness need to be at the forefront in providing solutions to
the climate crisis because there is a direct correlation between
our spiritual state and the state of affairs. Yet, most people are
oblivious to the reality that they have brought this upon them-
selves.

He hath
made me kind to my mother, and not overbearing and miserable.  So
Peace is on me the day that I was born, the day that I die, and the day
that I shall be raised up to life again.”Such was Jesus the son of Mary,
a statement of Truth, about which they vainly dispute.  It is not
befitting to the Majesty of God that He should beget a son.  When He
determines a matter, He only says to it, “Be, and it is.” It is important
to note that the word ‘BE’ became Flesh and Almighty God did NOT
come down to earth in the flesh, as many Christians and Catholics
perceive.

That they (the Jews) said in boast,“We killed Christ Jesus, the son of

Rabia was born in 714-718 CE (about 82 years after Prophet
Muhammad r departed) in Basra, Iraq. She was the 4th daughter of
her family and named Rabia, meaning 4th. When Rabia was born,
her parents were so poor that there was no oil in the house to light
a lamp, nor even a cloth to wrap her with. Her mother asked her
husband to borrow some oil from a neighbor. He went to the
neighbor’s door and returned empty-handed. At night Muhammad
r appeared to him in a dream and told him, ‘Your newly born daugh-
ter is a favorite of Allah and shall lead many Muslims to the right
path. You should approach the Amir of Basra and present him
with a letter stating this message: ‘You offer Durood to the Prophet
r 100 times every night and 400 times every Thursday night. But
you failed to do last Thursday, pay as penalty to the bearer 400
Dinars’.  After the death of her father, famine overtook Basra.
Rabia parted from her sisters and went into the desert to pray and
lived a life of semi-seclusion. She prayed: ‘O Allah, if I worship
You because of fear of Hell, then burn me in Hell; if I worship
You because I desire Paradise, then exclude me from Paradise;
but if I worship You only, then do not deny me your Eternal Beauty’.
Rabia died in 801 CE in Basra, her grave is there outside the city.
Philosophy
Rabia was very pious. When asked why she performed 1,000
sejda during the day and at night, she answered: ‘I desire no re-
ward; I do it so that the Messenger of Allah (may Allah bless him
with peace) will be delighted in it on the day of Resurrection and
say to the prophets, ‘Take note of what a woman of my Ummah
has accomplished’.  She was intense in her self-denial and devo-
tion to Allah. She never claimed to have obtained unity with Him;
instead, she dedicated her life to getting closer to Allah. As an
explanation of her refusal to lift her head toward the heavens (to
Allah) as an act of modesty, she used to say: ‘Even if the world be
in possession of a single man, it would not make him rich ...
because it is passing away’. She was the first set forth the doc-
trine of Divine Love known as Ishq-e-Haqeeqi and is the most
important of the early times, eventually labeled as Sufism.  One
narration says that the Prophet Muhammad  r asked her in a dream
whether she loved him, to which she replied: O prophet of Allah,
who does not love you?  But my love to Allah has so possessed me
that no place remains for loving or hating except Him,’ which
suggests that love for any man would represent a distraction for
her from loving Allah’. Continued on Page 46...

Seniors are also
likely to spend more time indoors, have inadequate intake
of vitamin D, or are on drugs that may interact with vita-
min D absorption. Recommended daily allowances for vi-
tamin D range from 600-800 IU per day. Only your doctor
can determine whether or not your vitamin D levels are
adequate enough to maintain your body’s homeostasis.

Vitamin D roles - Helps utilize calcium. Vitamin D pro-
motes calcium and phosphate absorption. These minerals
are essential for bone and muscle health and maintenance
and prevention of osteoporosis.
• Inhibits abnormal cellular growth. Vitamin D helps with
cell differentiation and minimizing abnormal cell growth, a
key component in cancer development. Vitamin D may
also have a protective factor against colon, prostate, and
breast cancer.
• Helps prevent and treat type 2 diabetes.
• Vitamin D helps keep your immune system strong. It
also helps elicit and amplify your body’s ability to fight
infection.
• Blood pressure control. Vitamin D may help with renin
production, an important chemical in your body that con-
tributes to blood pressure control.

Shamikh Sahadat From VoyageATL

Today we’d like to introduce you to Shamikh Sahadat.
Hi Shamikh, thanks for sharing your story with us. To start, maybe
you can tell our readers some of your backstories.
I was born in Guyana, South America. As a kid growing up in Guyana,
my parents had several businesses and I was able to observe and
see first-hand how to run a business. At the same time, our family
use to be proactive in the different Mosque around our area. I was
able to witness many philanthropic works which my father did within
the community and had a huge impact later in my life. We moved to
the United States in November 1996. As a teenager coming to the
US, I was very excited to see what the new world offer. We came and
settled in Hollywood, Florida. I went to McArthur High School where
I graduated in 2000. While I was in high school, my life took a turn
when I enrolled in an evening Islamic School, Darul Uloom Institute,
Hollywood, Florida.

according to the teachings of the Quran. Therefore, obeying
the rules set by Allah is of ultimate importance for us. If there
is no judgment day, we can do as we please with no conse-
quence for our actions.
According to Quran, the present world is not an eternal abode.
It tells us that man is placed here only temporarily, so that his
moral fiber may be tested in terms of his obedience to Allah’s
will. He must always remember that there will be the life
hereafter, or Akhirah . There is a time limit to mortal exist-
ence. Death marks the end of the testing period for all human
beings. But death only means a change of abode, for the soul
never dies. Man returns to the realm whence he came, so that
he may wait for Judgement Day. That realm, the life hereafter,
is the eternal world. Thus,a human being’s life isdivided into
two parts: a brief pre-death period of test and an eternal life in
the post-death period of the world of the hereafter.

It is easy
to forget that we will harvest in the Akhirah what we sow in
this world, and thatfor good or for bad, we are all engaged in
sowing, each moment of our present life.There are several
reasons for this loss of sight and forgetfulness.One, we do not
see the Akhirah before our eyes as we do other things. Two,
we have no experience of it. And thirdly, of course, we have
our many distractions. The vivid and variety-filled world that
we see before our eyes absorbs our attention, time and energy.
This world seems solid and permanent, while death seems
remote and the Akhirah merely an abstract proposition of no
immediate relevance.

A Word of Warning
Therefore, my dear brothers and sisters in Islam

please pay attention. If you do not have a firm faith in the
Unseen, or you do not have absolute certainty in the hereaf-
ter, then you have your structure of Deen built on a shaky
foundation. A minor disturbance in the grounds of your life
can easily damage this structure. The Deen becomes a collec-
tion of stories, historical events, and doubtful predictions. As
soon as you exit the Masjid, you jump back into the worldly
distractions and wrongful activities. This is the root cause of
the downfall of Muslims all over the world, and it is happen-

ing today right herein front of our eyes.

Kindness: “Allah is not kind to him who is not kind to people.” (al-Bukhârî,
Muslim) “Those who are kind and considerate to Allah’s creatures, Allah
bestows His kindness and affection on them. Show kindness to the creatures
on the earth so that Allah may be kind to you.” (Abu Dawad, at-Tirmidhi)
Thankfulness: “He who does not thank people does not thank Allah.” (at-
Tirmidhi)
Steadfastness: Sufyan bin ‘Abdullah said, “I asked: ‘O Messenger of Allah,
tell me something about Islam which I can ask no one but you.’ He said: ‘Say,
I believe in Allah and thereafter be upright.’ (Muslim)  Repentance: (Tawbah)
“By Allah, I (Muhammad) ask Allah’s forgiveness and turn to Him in
repentance more than seventy times a day.” (Al Bukhari)

BAD CONDUCT
Lying: “Woe to him who tells lies to make people laugh! Woe to him! Woe to
him!” (Ahmad, at-Tirmidhi) “It is great treachery that you tell your brother
something he accepts as truth from you, but you are lying.” (Abu Dawud)
Backbiting: “If anybody pledges to me that he will keep his tongue under
control, guard his chastity, will not speak ill of others nor indulge in slander
and backbiting and refrain from adultery and similar sins, I shall assure him of
Paradise.” (al-Bukhari)
Suspicion: “Beware of suspicion, for suspicion may be based on false
information, do not spy on another, do not disclose others’ hidden defects.”
(al-Bukhârî)
Jealousy: “Keep away from jealousy for as fire burns wood, so jealousy
consumes good actions.” (Abu Dawûd) “Nothing is more atrocious than injuring
unjustly a Muslim’s reputation.” (at-Tirmidhi)
Anger: “He is not strong who throws down another, but he is who controls
his anger.” (al-Bukhari, Muslim) “If anger rouses anyone, he should sit down
and if that does not help, he should lie CTC down.” (al-Tirmidhi)
Pride: “If anyone has got an atom’s weight of pride in his heart, he will NOT
enter Paradise.” (al-Bukhari)
Abuse: “Abusing a Muslim is sinful and killing him is disbelief (kufr).” (al-
Bukhârî, Muslim)
Hypocrisy: “The signs of the hypocrite are three: When he speaks, he lies;
when he promises, he breaks it; when any trust is kept with him, he misuses
it.” (al-Bukhârî)
Taunting: “A believer neither taunts, nor curses nor speaks foul nor chats
nor babbles.” (at Tirmidhi) “Do not rejoice over the distress of a brother
Muslim for Allâh may relieve his distress and put you in his position” (at-
Tirmidhi)
