Shewas
the first Muslim on this planet.Loving
Muhammad (pbuh) was the greatest thing
that had ever happened to Khadijah, and
he felt the same way about her. In a
partnership of mindsand hearts, Khadijah,
and Muhammad (pbuh) embodied what it
meant to transform love into action, and
for those actions to have the power to
change the world. They supported each
other in what was important to them, and
they actively encouraged each other to seek
out and do what was right. Together, they
were the best version of themselves, not
just towards each other but to all those
around them.The marriage of Muhammad
(pbuh) and Khadijah was most successful.
It was blessed with felicity unlimited for
both husband and wife. K hadijah dedicated
her life to the service of her husband and
of Islam. She spent al her vast wealth in
strengthening Islam, and on the welfare of
the Muslims.Khadijah was a woman of
beauty, intelligence, and superior character.
Shewas highly sought after by the greatest
men of Quraysh. She was married twice
and had children with both her husbands.
After her second experience as a widow,
she chose to focus her efforts on her
business instead of marriage, or so she
planned anyway.Khadijah was born to a
father who was a successful merchant in
their Quraysh tribe of Mecca. Sheinherited
her father’sskillsat atimein history when
society was male-dominated and
dangerous. Upon her father’s death, she
took over the business and traded goods
through the primary commerce centers at
that time — from Mecca to Syria and to
Yemen — hiring the most trustworthy men
of character to brave the dangerous trade

routes.Khadijah learned of the stellar
character of Muhammad (pbuh), as well
as his experience managing caravans on
the trade routes accompanying his uncle,
Abu Talib. She hired him into her
conglomerate and sent him with atrading
caravan to Syria, accompanied by her
slave, Maysara.When the caravan
returned, Maysara told her even more
about the Prophet and his success in
trading. Khadijah was then deeply moved
and impressed and really wanted to
propose to him, but she did not know how
to express her thoughtsto him. So, she sent
one of her close friends, Nafisah bint
Manbah, to the Prophet (pbuh). Nafisah
asked him if she could ask him apersonal
guestion. The Prophet (pbuh)did not
object. So, she asked him why is he
unmarried till now. He told her because
he did not have financial resources. So,
she asked, will you be willing to marry a
beautiful lady, from a noble family and
wealth who is inclined to marriage with
him. He asked about whom sheisreferring
to. When she told him, he said he would
be willing to marry her.Muhammad’'s
(pbuh) prophethood began during the 15"
year of their marriage. His entire body
trembling with the weight of Divine
Revelation, Prophet Muhammad (pbuh)
sought sanctuary in the arms of his
beloved. He called out to Khadijah to
cover him up, and desperately told her
what had just transpired. Khadijah
wrapped himin acloak and held him until
his shaking ceased. Khadijah was
supportive of Muhammad’s (pbuh)
prophetic mission, always helping in his
work, proclaiming his message, and
belittling any opposition to his prophecies.
It was her encouragement that helped
Muhammad (pbuh) believein hismission
and spread Islam. Khadijah also invested
her wealth in the mission. When the
aristocrats of the Quraysh harassed the
Muslims, she used her money to ransom
slaves and feed the community. To her
husband, to her daughters, to the Muslims
around her, Khadijah provided ceaseless
love and support.

To Removal Of
The
“Invisible Wall”

As an immigration advocate, | breathed a sigh of relief when it
became clear that Joe Biden will be our next President. For the last
four years, there hasbeen an unending assault of anti-immigrant poli-
ciesand actionstaken. Whiletherewasmuchrightful attention given
to the wall between the U.S. and Mexico, the Trump administration
started building the*invisiblewall” to reducelega immigration. This
did not just hurt the immigrants. It harmstheir U.S. citizen families
and it damages our business by restricting the admission of skilled
workers needed by our U.S. businesses. Theinvisiblewall harmsall
of us by restricting the economic growth in the U.S. There was an
extended discussion of the Invisible Wall in an article published by
the American Immigration Attorneys Association. If you wish to
read this it can be found here (https://lindakapl an.com/wp-content/
upl oads/2018/05/deconstructing-the-invisible-wall-.pdf) | will discuss
in this article some of the expected changes that are likely to occur
with the change of administration but note that there is much that |
will have to discuss in the future — there is just too much change
expected to include them in one article- even along one as thisiis.
Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) DACA was estab-
lishedin 2012 by the Obama-Biden administration to givetemporary
protection to the “dreamers’ — people who had been brought to the
U.S. as babies and children and had no legal status. Without DACA
they could not work or obtain driver’s licenses and in many cases,
could not further their education after completing high school. They
faced the ever-present threat of deportation often to a country that
they don’t remember and may not speak the language of their birth
county. DACA gave these young aspiring citizens temporary relief
that allowed them to moveforward in their lives but was not and till
is not a permanent solution to their irregular status. The Trump Ad-
ministration tried to eliminate the program in 2017 but the Supreme
Court blocked this in June 2020. The Supreme Court ruling at that
time said that the attempted DACA elimination was invalid because
the administration failed to follow the proper procedures and failed
to provide an adequate reason to justify ending DACA.DHS re-
sponded to the Supreme Court decision with a memo in July 2020
saying that new applications would not be accepted and renewals
would be limited to one year. On November 14th,2020 a federa
court ruled that the acting Homeland Security secretary was not le-
gally serving when he signed these rules limiting the Supreme Court
decision and that because of his illegitimate status as acting DHS
secretary theruleswereinvalid. USCIS has not yet responded to the
court ruling but we are hopeful that soon new DACA applications
can be filed and renewals should be issued for two years. The deci-
sion which eliminated the restrictions on DACA can be appealed but

Six Cancer
Fighting
Foods

GREENS: Greens provide a nice load of nutrients in a very low-
calorie format, most of their calories come from protein, they
are rich in folate, phytochemicals, and calcium. They pro-
mote healthy vision and weight loss, protect the blood ves-
sels, and are linked to a lower risk of diabetes.

“BEANS: Consuming bean lentils or peas twice a week can
reduce colon cancer risk by 50 percent, and legumes have
also been shown to protect against cancers of the Kidney,
Stomach, Larynx, and oral cancer. Beans are considered one
of the most Nutrient-dense sources of carbohydrates you can
find and their slow digestion and high fiber content fills you
up and keep you satisfied while helping to stabilize blood
sugar and keep cholesterol levels in check.

“ONIONS: Onions belong to the “Allium Family” which in-
cludes scallions, garlic, leeks, shallots, and chives. These foods
have positive effects on the immune and cardiovascular sys-
tem in addition to helping fight cancer and diabetes. Con-
suming lots of these foods is linked to a lower risk of pros-
tate and gastric cancers. Their high flavonoid content allows
them to slow and suppress the growth of tumors in addition
to providing them with anti-inflammatory properties.
“MUSHROOMS: Mushrooms must be cooked, do not eat raw,
because a substance known as agaritine present in raw mush-
room is not healthy which may have carcinogens. Regular
consumption of Mushrooms linked to a lower risk of stom-
ach, breast, and colorectal cancers. One study found that
women who ate 10 grams of mushrooms per day -which is
equal to just one mushroom-enjoyed a 64 percent lower risk
of breast cancer, adding green tea to the mix raised that de-
crease t0 89 percent. It is their aromatase inhibitors that are
believed to provide this protective effect. Mushrooms rang-
ing from rishi, and maitake to portobello, white, and cremini
all offer various benefits

.“BERRIES: These are one of the superfoods, rich in nutri-
ents, and antioxidants and low in sugar and calories, all types
of berries are beneficial, but blueberries are a particularly
good choice. Berries protect from cancer and cardiovascular
disease thanks to their ability to reduce blood pressure and
inflammation, stop tumors from proliferating, and stop DNA
damage from occurring. They can be at lower risk of cogni-
tive decline cancer and Diabetics.

“SEEDS: These foods contain healthy fats and a wide array of
micronutrients. Chia, flax, and Hemp seeds are all great
sources of Omega-3s, while flax seeds have been to protect
against heart disease. Pumpkin seeds offer plenty of Calcium,
Iron, Zinc, while sesame seeds are rich in vitamin E and Cal-

cium. @

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Do Not Let Your
Anger Control You

QUESTION: What does Islam say about anger?

ANSWER:Anger isanatural instinct . However, it is
required that man keepsit under control, which if he does
so, he will save himself from many difficulties. If man
does not control his anger he is prone to commit innu-
merable sins. Anger givesriseto arrogance; it givesroot
to jealousy; an angry man bears malice and is also hos-
tile. When faced with anger, one should seek refuge in
Allaah from satan. “| seek refuge in Allah from the re-
jected devil.” The Holy Prophet SAW says, “If you feel
the rage of anger in you then, if you are standing, sit
down. If the feeling persists in that posture, then lie
down.” The Prophet SAW has aso said,”When you be-
comeangry, remainsilent.” By remaining silent and calm
, onewill bein complete control of one’'smind and senses
thus allowing oneto control hisor her anger. Holding on
to anger is like grasping a hot coal with the intent of
throwing it at someone else; whilein reality you are the
onewho get burnt.” Thefollowing are some advice given
by the Holy Prophet SAW pertaining to anger Inshaa
Allaah: Abu Hurayrah, may Allaah be pleased with him,
reported that aman said to the Prophet (peace and bless-
ings of Allaah be upon him), “Adviseme.” He said, “Do
not become angry.” The man repeated his request sev-
eral times, and each time the Prophet (peace and bless-
ings of Allaah be upon him) told him, “Do not become
angry.” In another Hadith the Holy Prophet SAW said,
Do not become angry and Paradise will be yours.The
Prophet SAW also said, “Whoever controls his anger at
the time when he has the means to act upon it, Allaah
will fill his heart with contentment on the Day of Resur-
rection.” The Mes- senger of Allaah (peace and bless-
ings of Allaah be upon him) also said: “ The strong man
Is not the one who can overpower others (in wrestling);
rather, the strong man is the one who controls himself
when he gets angry.” Allaah Knows Best

Tempo-
rary Protected Status (TPS) TPSisatemporary immigration sta-
tus provided to national s of certain countries experiencing prob-
lems that make it difficult or unsafe for their citizens to be de-
ported there. It was created in 1990 and it gives the DHS secre-
tary the power to decide when a country merits the TPS desig-
nation. TPS may be granted because a country isin an ongoing
armed conflict, an environmental disaster has occurred or other
extraordinary conditions prevent its citizens from returning
safely. It can be granted for 6- 18 months and may be extended
if country conditions still support the designation. We currently
have TPS designation for Sudan, Nicaragua, Haiti, EI Salvador,
Nepal, and Honduras.

Many
of the people with TPS status have been in the
USfor more than 20-30 years. They have been
working legally, paying taxes, have married
U.S. citizens, and areraising U.S. citizen chil-
dren — many of whom are now adults. Many
have started their businesses and have created
jobsfor U.S. citizens. For most, their work au-
thorization and TPS status expire on Jan 4, 2021,
|ess than two months from now. We are hoping
that this status will be automatically extended
in the next few days but don’t have an an-
nouncement as to this yet. The Biden platform
callsfor protecting TPS holdersfrom being re-
turned to unsafe countries. It aso cals for a
path to citizenship for those who have been in
the U.S. for an extended time and built their
lives here. A path to citizenship will require
legislative action which will require the Senate
roadblock to be cleared. “ President-Elect Biden
has committed to providing TPS status to Ven-
ezuelans, something his DHS secretary can do
without Congressiona Approval The Muslim
BanThere has been three Executive Orders
signed by Trump to ban foreign nationals from
predominately Muslim countries. The one
signed on Jan 27, 2017, and theonefrom March
6, 2017, were stopped by court order. Thethird
version of the Muslim ban was upheld by the
U.S. Supreme Court. Because the ban was
implemented via Executive order, it can be re-
scinded by Executive order. The Biden platform
on this reads as follows: The Trump
Administration’s anti-Muslim bias hurts our
economy, betrays our values, and can serve as
apowerful terrorist recruiting tool. Prohibiting
Muslims from entering the country is morally
wrong, and no intelligence or evidence suggests
it makes our nation more secure. It is yet an-
other abuse of power by the Trump Adminis-
tration designed to target primarily black and
brown immigrants. Biden will immediately re-

ment of USCIS before 2018, the USCIS mission
statement read "USCI S secures Americans prom-
ise as a nation of immigrants by providing accu-
rateand useful information to our customers, grant-
ing immigration and citizenship benefits, promot-
ing an awarenessand understanding of citizenship,
and ensuring the integrity of our immigration
system."In early 2018 USCI'S adopted a new mis-
sion statement "U.S. Citizenship and Immigration
Services administers the nation's lawful immigra-
tion system, safeguarding itsintegrity and promise
by efficiently and fairly adjudicating requests for
immigration benefits while protecting Americans,
securing the homeland, and honoring our values.”
Themost significant changeswere eliminating the
reference to our customers (those who apply for
benefitsthrough USCIS) and eliminating the phrase
—USCI S securesAmerica' s promise as anation of
immigrants. These clearly show the anti-immigrant
bias of the Trump Administration which attitude
trickled down to those in USCIS making policy
decisionsand to those adjudicating applicationsand
petitions. The Bidenimmigration platform set forth
onthejoebiden.comwebsite startswith “ The Biden
Plan for securing our Values as a Nation of Immi-
grants’. It acknowledgesthat immigrationisnot A
threat but “an irrefutable source of our strength” It
further statesthat “ Immigration isessential to who
weareasanation, our core vaues, and our aspira
tions for the future” Let us hope that the USCIS
mission statement is changed once again to be re-
flective of the U.S. as anation that welcomes Im-
migrantsand recognizestheir valuetothe U.S. and
that the new mission statement trickles down and
influences the USCIS decisions going forward.
More to Come This blog is more than twice as
long asmost of my blogsand | have only scratched
the surface of what there is to say about changes
that we arelikely to see soon. Some of the changes
can be made immediately by executive action and
some can be enacted viaregulatory change which
will take abit longer. Some, however, will require
legidative action which may not happen (evenwith
strong bipartisan support) without removing the
roadblock in the Senate. These actions may de-
pend on the two run-off electionsin Senate races
in Georgia. If both of the seats arefilled by Demo-
crats, the legidative reforms have a good chance
of being enacted. If not, it may require substantial
and sustained pressure from all of you to persuade
the recalcitrant legidators to do what is right for
the country.
