“Save the face of your Lord with its magnificence and glory”
Every now and then, our preachers, our scholars and our khateebs
remind us of this fact. Sometimes we listen to them inattentively,
sometimes we yawn; other times we shake our heads up and down
in agreement without particularly moved by what they have said,
until it hits us personally, when there is a death in the family; a
loved one passes away and a life familiar to us suddenly comes to
an end. “Verily, the knowledge of the hour is with Allaah alone. It
is He, who sends down rain and He who knows what is in the
wombs; nor does anyone know what it is that he will earn in the
morrow; nor does anyone know in what land he is to die. Verily
with God is full knowledge and He is acquainted with all things“
 (Qur’an 31:34)
We have no choice where we are going to be born, in America? in
the thick forest of Africa? or in the dust bowl of Arabia? We cannot
choose to be a member of an affluent family or a starving family. We
cannot be Black or White by choice. Our fates. our places of birth,
our genus and our race are determined for us by our Creator.
Let us now think about our strengths and our prowess as human
beings. We are scientists; we are engineers; we are doctors and
researchers. We make great strides in all these fields. We probe
deep into matter; unfold the secrets of nature; send spacecrafts
into the cosmos; station Hubble telescope in space and catch the
glimpses of galaxies billions of light years away. We discover cures
for hitherto incurable diseases.  We think that we have conquered
nature but are our conquests unlimited? Are we not helpless in
determining where we are born and how we shall die? Death comes
to us suddenly with a mosquito bite, a contemptible, miniscule crea-
ture. Our spacecraft takes us far into space but only as far as we are
allowed to go, as the Qur’an declares: “Oh assemblies of jins and
humans, if you are able to pass beyond the zones of heavens and
earth, do it by all means but you will never be able to do it without
authority  (from Allaah).”  Our prowess is only to the extent we are
empowered to, by God. Everything, which is created, has a linear
dimension on the time scale, with a beginning point and an end
point. There is also a lateral dimension, which determines the field
of existence — the capacity field. This is the enclosure in which
every species’ capacities are confined. This also holds for the cos-
mos. The satellites and stars confined to their orbits. Every animal
has a size limit, which is written into its DNA. A cat cannot grow
into a tiger. Men cannot grow to be sixteen feet tall. Our perceptions
have their ranges. Man’s vision has a range. He cannot see beyond
violet at one end and red at the other, whereas some animals can see
what man cannot see and hear what man cannot hear.  Likewise, our
intellect has a range too. Human brain is getting bigger as the brain
cells increase. We may not have reached the maximum range of our
intellect yet, as more discoveries are awaiting us. Our space travel
has not reached its farthest point, as our destinations are yonder
still but the limit is imminent.

Few months ago, I was inspired by an article penned by a
Hindu writer. This is the story of a rich man who worked hard
all his life and builds a huge empire of wealth and honor. He has
several businesses, properties, and other assets all over the
globe. One of his wealthy life-long friends was very close to
him. One summer afternoon they were on his expensive yacht,
enjoying the vast ocean and clear sky above. Suddenly his friend
started feeling chest pains, and then he collapsed. He was hav-
ing a heart attack.They called for help and the friend was air-
lifted to the nearest hospital. He expired in the air-ambulance.
Three days later he was standing in the cemetery looking his
friend being buried. That night he realized that the end is com-
ing, and he may be next. He saw his friend in the grave in a
simple inexpensive white piece of cloth, alone by himself, empty
handed and with nothing else. He was not able to sleep.So, this
is the end? He can no longer possess his wealth, his properties,
his businesses,and everything that belongs to him.His huge
empire of billions of dollars will stay here, and he can NOT
take even a tiny portion of it with him. He panicked. From next
day on he started asking his family, close friends, financial
experts, spiritual gurus,and religious leaders to find a way to
take at-least some of his wealth to his grave. The unanimous
answer was a plain and simple NO. You have to leave every-
thing here, and you cannot take a grain of rice with you. Sud-
denly the rich man started feeling very poor. He realizes the
real value of his empire.He became very depressed and went
into seclusion. Very soon he was going to the grave with noth-
ing. Not a single dime from his enormous wealth worth billions
of dollars. Then one day he found the answer.On his way to
his high-rise office building in his chauffeur-driven expensive
car, every day he used to see a poor man selling toys and other
cheap items on the side- walk. The next morning, he stopped
the car near that poor person, got out and sat on the sidewalk
next to him.

Over the last few months, the coverage of the hijab in
international news has been mentally and emotionally crushing
for Muslim women across the globe. We feel as though our
right to free choice no longer exists. The French government
bans women from wearing hijab, then the European Union
passes a law allowing employers to ban it in the workplace.
Albeit the support of a few thousand defending the right of
European Muslim women to wear their headscarves, real global
outrage supporting Muslim women’s free choice only came
with the Taliban take over of Afghanistan. As a Muslim woman
myself, it aches to know that my fellow sisters in Islam living
in France are being forced to remove their hijab, while my
sisters in Afghanistan are having their rights stripped away.

I am a Muslim woman and I do not
wear the hijab full-time. But I am lucky enough to live in a
country that does not dictate my choice. Acknowledging this
privilege, I wish to share with my readers the beauty of being
a Muslim woman; the fact that many commands of Islam are
indeed feminist in nature.My fellow Muslim women and I have
once again found ourselves having to defend our faith and our
choice to follow the religion of Islam. We have to remind
everyone that Islam literally means peace and it is necessary to
differentiate between Islam and extremism.Contrary to popular
belief, Islam is a beautiful religion that holds women in very
high esteem. The Prophet Muhammad (SAW) preached
kindness towards women. He said to his Muslim brothers:“Fear
Allah in respect of women”“The best of you are they who
behave best to their wives,”“A Muslim must not hate his wife,
and if he be displeased with one bad quality in her, let him be
pleased with one that is good”“The more civil and kind a Muslim
is to his wife, the more perfect in faith he is.”
Muslim men are commanded to treat their wives with the utmost
respect. To begin with, Muslim women have the right to choose
her husband. The Taliban’s version of Sharia Law does not
represent real Islamic law. Islamic law is stern on consent. For
a marriage to be Islamically legal, the woman must consent.
Chapter 4, verse 19 of the Holy Quran explicitly forbids anyone
to inherit women against their will and continues to command
that they be treated with kindness and not harshly. Islam clearly
mandates that women cannot be coerced into marriage. Reports
are circulating and trending on social media that Afghan women
are being forced to abandon their schooling and quit their jobs.

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Processing Delays
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One of the biggest problems that immigration clients have
experienced over the last 4 years has been increasingly
long processing delays. The pandemic certainly exacer-
bated this, but the problems existed pre-pandemic.
When a person applies for permanent resident status (green
card) in the U.S., the application is called Adjustment of
Status (AOS). This often is filed when a U.S. citizen mar-
ries a foreign national.  A person can also apply for AOS
based on a petition approved by a U.S. employer after
the Department of Labor has certified that no U.S. work-
ers are available for the position. The current processing
times for an AOS application being handled by the Miami
Field Office is 12.5 to 40 months. The Kendall field of-
fice is showing processing times of 11 to 23 months.  A
person is assigned to the office according to their home
address.
When a person files for AOS, it is usual to also apply for
work authorization (EAD) so that the applicant can ob-
tain a social security number and work before the AOS is
approved. Until a few days ago, the EAD’s were issued
for one year. With processing times for the AOS taking
more than one year, it has been necessary to apply for
extension of the EAD while the AOS was pending. This
created problems for many people and many employers.
In 2020 USCIS received nearly 370,000 adjustment re-
lated EAD requestsand had to process extensions of the
EAD for most all AOS applicants. Within the last few
days, U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS)
updated their policy to increase the one-year validity of
the EAD to two years. This means that USCIS has over
350,000 fewer EAD application to process which frees
their staff to handle other matters. This should reduce the
processing delays for many people including, but not lim-
ited to, AOS applicants.
There is still much improvement needed but this is an im-
portant step in the right direction.

Communicationreaching mil-
lions LIVE every second as opposed to a hand-craftedletter,taken
by mule, sea, and foot, reaching its destination in weeks and months,
read, and revered by the one who receives it. Computers in your
hand that read your book for you. Planes that can reach the other
side of the world in less than one day. Satellites that can track the
movement of everyone on Earth. How far have we come OR how
come we are so far?Countlessinstitutions of higher learningexist,
yet the higher we learn, the less we know about our existence, for
knowing brings benefit to those around you and everything else is
vanity.   Technical advances have granted more humans with ac-
cess to water, food, electricity, communications, and healthcare.
Yet, according to the CDC, the avg person in the U.S. uses 156
gallons of water per day, whereas in India, the average person uses
38 gallons/day and in Mali, 3 gallons/day. We profit from bottled
water, yet ‘women and girls in sub-Saharan Africa spend 40 billion
hours a year collecting water’ according to UNICEF.

DEHYDRATION
IN

THE ELDERLY

Dehydration is the most common fluid and electrolyte
disturbance among the elderly population. Many unnecessary
hospitalizations are associated with dehydration and the
consequences can be detrimental. The elderly are especially
at risk due to many physiological changes associated with
age, medications such as diuretics, and other chronic diseases.
Diarrhea, blood loss, and excessive sweating can also increase
water loss. Staying hydrated, especially in Florida’s hot
summer weather where the temperatures can reach close to
100 degrees, is the key to prevention. The body is composed
of 70% water. Dehydration, or negative water balance, occurs
when more water is lost than is retained. Negative water
balance results in a decrease in all secretions. This “drying
out” of tissues and organs, including muscles and joints, may
also lead to premature aging. Severe dehydration can cause
decreased level of consciousness, weak/rapid pulse, low blood
pressure, convulsions, and other symptoms. All of which can
be life threatening.
Causes of dehydration.
The primary cause of dehydration in the older adult is
inadequate water intake. As we age, our body becomes less
aware of thirst. Our bodies feel thirst less keenly and our
ability to be aware of thirst becomes blunted. This increases
the chances of consuming less water and consequently
suffering from dehydration. Another cause of dehydration in
the elderly is decrease muscle mass. Muscle contains more
water than fat and after age 60 our muscle/fat proportion
decreases by 50%. Our kidney function also decreases as we
age. This means the kidneys become less efficient in removing
toxins, retaining water, and concentrating urine. This means
the kidneys become less efficient in removing toxins, retaining
water, and concentrating urine. Also, chronic conditions such
as uncontrolled hypertension and diabetes cause damage to
the kidneys. That is why it is so important to maintain diabetes
and blood pressure control. Recognize the symptoms. It is
important to recognize the symptoms of being dehydrated.
Mild dehydration will cause dryness of the mouth, dry tongue,
and thick saliva. You may be unable to urinate or have a small
amount of urine. You may also have cramping of the limbs,
headache, weakness, fatigue, and irritability.
Tips to staying hydrated.
-Drink five 8 oz glasses of water per day (1 bottled water
=16oz). A good formula you can use is to drink one-third
your body weight. For example, a 150 lbs. person should
drink about 50 oz of water a day (or about six 8 oz glasses).
-Have water by your side at all times.
-Don’t wait until you’re thirsty. The thirst sensation means
the body is already dehydrated. Remember thirst gets blunted
as we age!
-Sports drinks can be helpful for a quick replenishment of
fluid and electrolytes, but be careful of the added sugars.
-Your urine should be close to clear. Dark concentrated urine
can be a sign of dehydration.
-Severe dehydration requires medical attention. If you see
signs or suspect severe dehydration, call your doctor.

Imam Bukhari

Brief Life History:
1. Born in Bukhara/Uzbekistan in 810 CE, died in
Samarkand in 870 CE, lived 60 years.
2. Father died earlier; became blind around the age 4-5 years.
After Mother's persistent and intense dua for months, Allah
gave his eyesight back.
3. Travelled to Makkah for Hajj with brother and mother,
stayed several years in Makkah and Madina and met many
scholars. Allah gave him excellent memory to memorize and
describe long and complex variations of hadith narrations.
He also stayed in Baghdad.
4. He started collection of Hadith at the age of 18. Muslim
ruler evicted him from Bukhara for refusing to teach Hadith
to his children at the royal palace instead of his Madrasha.
5. Collected over 600,000 hadith in lifetime. Complied Sahih
Al-Bukhari with 7263 hadith.
6. Over 90,000 including Imam Muslim and Tirmidhi learned
hadith directly from him.
7. Most of his life he was on travel on hadith collection,
verification. He wrote many books.
8. Many times, he was on low profile for hadith work and
did not confront his critics.
9. He stayed with Imam Muslim few years in Nishapur/Iran
and continued work on hadith.
10. He died near Samarkand in a village with one student
present.
11. Most of his work was preserved and followed by Imam
Muslim and many other scholars.

The Unseen (Ghaib):
What is imperceptible to our eyes and ears and undetectable
by our scientific instruments, the Hubble telescope and what
is inconceivable by the regions of our brain fall in a realm,
which, in the Qur’anic language is called Ilm- al-ghaib (knowl-
edge of the unseen) Belief in the unseen is a fundamental
tenet of Islam. The Qur’an declares in the very beginning:
“This is the book in which there is no doubt, a guide for the
God-fearing, those who believe in the unseen, establish prayer
and spend of what we have provided them with.”(Ch.2)
Ghaib means something that cannot be perceived by man
howsoever he tries, for instance, the reality of God and the
times and places of death. This also means that one must
reject the notion that what cannot be seen does not exist. This
is the contention of the naturalists, which our faith categori-
cally rejects. Humans live in a very small world of their percep-
tion and knowledge. There is an infinite amount of reality
beyond the scope of our knowledge.Apart from perception,
imagination and speculation, there is another property of our
brain, which is called rationalization. Rationalization is essen-
tial for our survival. For instance, driving at a speed of one
hundred miles an hour may cause us to lose control and have
a fatal accident, so we slow down. This is rationalization. Hear-
ing a smoke alarm, we rationalize that there may be a fire and
we take necessary action. However, there are many things we
cannot understand, cannot assign the causes and cannot
speculate their effects. They are beyond the scope of our
rational thinking. There is a death in the family. A young child
dies, leaving the old, the mother, the father and the grandpar-
ents behind. Why should the young die, leaving the old to

linger? Who can give a rational answer? Which branch of sci-
ence can explain this? Science can often answer the question:
how, the death caused by malaria, typhoid and so on but can it
answer the question why? The answer does not lie in science
but in the concept of Ghaib.You are driving along on a road,
whistling and listening to music, oblivious of what is ahead of
you. Suddenly, you make a stupid mistake, causing a near fatal
accident but you escape death by the skin of your teeth. You
remember that days ago, a friend of yours, a very cautious driver,
had got into an accident for no fault of his, hit by a drunk driver
and was killed. Why was it that he should die and you survive?
What is the rationale? There is none. The answer belongs in the
realm of Ghaib. What is life? It is the manifestation of order in
elements. What is death? It is the scattering of the very same
elements. Human life is the coming together of some elements in
a unique order and harmony and the death is the reversal of that
process. Life is order and death is disorder. Our bodies are com-
posed of water, some elements like calcium, magnesium and phos-
phorous supplied by earth; carbon, supplied by carbon dioxide,
a component of air, all compounded into biological matter as
energy from the sun (fire) is added. So, they were not far off who
said that we were made of water, dust, air and fire. When we die,
our bodies disintegrate and revert back to these basic elements,
dust-to-dust, water to water and air to air! “It is He, who brings
out the living from the dead and brings out the dead from the
living and who gives life to the earth after it is dead and thus
shall you be brought out.” And also: “From the earth did we
create you and into it shall we return you. And from it shall we
bring you out once again.”
Rooh (Spirit)
Mechanical mixing of elements does not create life. What makes
life happen is another mysterious element, which we call
